Create 400,000 Jobs in 2010 – Invest in Water Infrastructure  

Investment in Water Infrastructure

The Water Infrastructure Network (WIN) a coalition of the nation’s leading construction, engineering, conservation, labor, municipal and manufacturing organizations, firmly believes that a federal investment of $20 B in our nation’s critical water infrastructure is the single most effective means for creating quality jobs with federal funding.   Leading economists have estimated that between 20,003 and 26,669 construction, engineering and manufacturing jobs are created for every billion dollars of federal investment in water infrastructure.   A federal investment of $20 B in ready-to-go water infrastructure projects would create over 400,000 jobs in 2010.  

Investing in water infrastructure creates thousands of quality jobs in the short-term, dramatically improves our nation’s long-term competitiveness and improves the quality of water for every American.  Water infrastructure investments make eminent economic and environmental sense.  Outlined below is a detailed analysis of the job creation potential of water infrastructure investment, the documented ready-to-go water infrastructure projects and the measures necessary to expedite federal investment in water infrastructure to maximize job creation in 2010. 
I. Job Creation Potential
Federal investment in America’s water and wastewater infrastructure will create an estimated 20,003 to 26,669 jobs per $1 B of federal investment according to a report produced in July 2009.  This report, entitled Sudden Impact, can be viewed in its entirety by opening the below hyperlink.  The job creation findings found in Sudden Impact are in line with similar studies conducted by the Associated General Contractors of America and various federal agencies.

Federal investment in water and wastewater infrastructure will result in significant job creation in every region and state.  The projected job creation per $1B of federal investment on a state-by-state basis is contained in the below report by the Associated General Contractors of America.  Federal investment in water and wastewater infrastructure will also create jobs in communities of every size.  Assessments of water and wastewater infrastructure needs conducted by the Environmental Protection Agency, the Government Accountability Office and the Water Infrastructure Network have identified tremendous needs in our nation’s largest and smallest communities with projected shortfalls in funding approaching $500 B over the next 20 years.

II. Documented Ready-To- Go Water Infrastructure Projects

There is an enormous back log of ready-to-go water infrastructure projects with conservative estimates placing the value of these projects well in access of $40 B.  In support of this assessment are three documents for your consideration.  The first document, entitled “Projects Snapshot”, provides a breakout for eight states of the Clean Water Act SRF and SDWA SRF projects currently on State Intended Use Plans and eligible for funding in FY 2010.  These water projects in just eight states total over $35 B.  The second document, entitled Metro Chicago Ready To Go Projects, provides a detailed look at the water project funding needs of a typical large city.  Chicago alone has over $363 M in ready-to-go water projects.  The document entitled Detailed Ready To Go Projects, provides a breakout of the ready-to-go wastewater projects in some of America’s larger metropolitan areas.  This survey of just wastewater projects in select large communities identified over $17 B in ready-to-go projects. The final document is a comprehensive list containing State specific  FY09/10 State Intended Use Plans which accounts for a project volume of $57 B.
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III. Expediting Federal Investment

The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act provided a valuable template for directing federal funding to ready-to-go water infrastructure projects.  The ARRA relied on existing mechanisms, the CWA and SDWA SRF programs, both at EPA and in the States to distribute federal funding for the construction of water infrastructure.  With modest modifications of this approach WIN believes that $20 B can be moved from the federal government to the states and to critical water projects within 90 days(120 days would be optimal, however with significant resources for additional administrative and engineering assistance 90 days is feasible) .   
Initial delays in the distribution of ARRA funds, for water infrastructure projects, can be attributed to a number of factors.  First, many states were inundated with water project submissions as the prospect of new funding for water infrastructure became a reality.  States have worked diligently over the past eight months to update their lists of water and wastewater projects and now are in a superior position to allocate funds.  A second problem facing some states was a shortage staff and resources to actually process water infrastructure funding requests.   Finally, the ARRA provided approximately a year to move money through the process and to actual projects.   

WIN recommends the following modifications to the water infrastructure funding approach contained in ARRA.

1. All funds provided to the states for water infrastructure would be made available in the form of low interest or negative interest loans.  This will make it easier for financially strapped municipalities and small communities to participate in this program and will facilitate the prompt distribution of funds.  This should increase participation and expedite the flow of funds to job creating water projects.
2. States would be permitted to use up to 3% of the federal funding made available to hire staff and or outside consultants to assist in the processing of SRF applications.  Under an expedited process, many states will need additional staffing and significant technical assistance from consulting engineers to process SRF applications, review project proposals, and make awards to communities and utilities.  
3. Encourage states to distribute all funds received for water infrastructure within 90-120 days.   This will ensure that federal funds targeted for water infrastructure will put people to work in the beginning of the 2010 construction season.      
4. Funds not under contract within 90-120 days would be remitted to the federal government and would go to deficit reduction.  This “use it or lose it” approach will serve as a major incentive for states to promptly process SRF applications and put federal funding for water infrastructure to work.

State Funding Needs Selected Highlights

Contained in the document is information accumulated from State Agencies responsible for administering the Clean Water and Dirking Water State Revolving Loan Fund Programs which are responsible for administering federally assisted EPA SRF programs.


Examples  included her e are from 8 states which account for over $35 billion in projects that were either eligible for Recovery Act dollars and did not receive funding ,or projects that are on State “Intended Use Plans” and are eligible for funding in FY10. 

This document provides a snapshot of needs and actual projects that have been approved by states.  This does not represent the cumulative needs nationally or the total amount of Recovery Act projects that qualified for funding, but did not receive funding.


Arizona

Arizona reports that $663 million in projects were eligible for Recovery Act assistance which did not receive funding.

· ARRA Funds available and awarded $34,538,531.20.

California 

California has identified $10 billion in projects in FY10 Intended Use Plans for drinking water and clean water and Recovery Act CWSRF allocation approximately $280M.


· FY09/10 CWSRF IUP has identified $1.995 billion in fundable projects.

· FY09/10 SDWSRF IUP identified $8.8 billion that would fund 4318 fundable projects.

Colorado 

Colorado has successfully awarded over $60 million in Recovery Act contracts which constitutes over 90% of funds awarded. 


·  $218,959,532 in projects eligible for Recovery Act funding were identified for CWSRF projects which received approximately $30 million in funding.

· Over $180 million Recovery Act eligible CWSRF not funded.

· $1.97 billion in eligible CWSRF projects identified in FY09 Intended Use Plan. 

Illinois

Illinois IEPA received nearly 1,700 pre-applications for Recovery Act funding under the SRF loan programs, totaling more than $4.7 billion. With just less than $257 million in ARRA funds available for both programs, project demand is more than 18 times the supply of available funds.


· 869 projects identified in FY 2010 CWSRF Intended use plan.

· The level of demand for Recovery Act dollars resulted in a substantial number of unfunded ARRA applications. 


Tennessee


Tennessee identified 281 CWSRF project requests totaling $ 978,202,039 and 317 drinking water projects totaling $656,660,217 that were eligible for Recovery Act funding.

· Tennessee received $56,930,400 from EPA for the Clean Water State Revolving Fund and $20,238,000 for the Drinking Water State Revolving Fund to fund these projects.

· Approximately $922 million in CWSRF Recovery Act eligible projects did not receive funding.


· Approximately $637 million in DWSRF Recovery Act eligible projects did not receive funding.


Texas

Texas Water Development Board (TWDB) identified $3.3 billion of eligible CWSRF Recovery Act projects and received approximately $178 million. TWDB also identified $3.4 billion of  Eligible DWSRF Recovery Act projects and received approximately $160 million.

Minnesota

Minnesota has over $1.8 billion in projects that are eligible for SRF assistance in FY10. Minnesota has already executed contracts for over 80% of its $79.6 million in CWSRF Recovery Act funds and over 50% of $24.5M in DWSRF funds.

· In FY10 there are 120 CWSRF projects have requested $448 million and Minnesota has indicated that there are  eligible projects totaling approximately $ 1.5 billion.

· Minnesota has identified approximately $350 million for 270 DWSRF projects eligible for funding in FY2010

New York


New York State has identified over $11 billion of projects eligible for SRF assistance in FY10.


· 1638 drinking water projects eligible for assistance totaling $6,308,636,820 in FY10. 

· 497 Clean water projects eligible for assistance totaling $5.564 billion.
